We work diligently to provide a supportive
environment for students and parents and we provide
forums for their views to be gathered and discussed.
The work of our Student Council and Parent Council is
central to the development and growth of the college.

The college welcomes involvement of all its stakeholders
in both college activities and operational decisions.

The Parent Council provides a forum for parents to
express their opinions about the organisation of the
college and to be involved in the running of the college.

Pastoral Care – Personal Development (PD)

Our Integrated ethos sees Personal Development as a whole
school concern. The relationship between students and their
form teacher is central to the pastoral dimension of the College.

The PD programme in the College is based on the belief that
the work of teachers is about helping children in the
development of their social skills, in the kind of relationships
they establish with other people and in equipping them with the
necessary skills to lead successful adult lives.

As part of our comprehensive programme of Pastoral Care the
College focuses on major issues facing young people today
including sex education, drugs education and personal
organisation, career planning and life skills.

The College’s anti-drugs policy is based on providing students
with the information and skills to enable them to say “no” to
drugs by developing their own positive self esteem.

The College has an anti-bullying policy and treats all cases of
bullying seriously.

Student Board of Governors

Our Board of Governors is representative of our college and
local community. Membership consists of teachers, local
business people, students, support staff and parents. Within
the Integrated sector set up 37% of our elected members can
be parents.

Community Involvement

We endeavour to involve ourselves in the local
community whenever we can. We collaborate with local
schools to offer additional courses at both GCSE and A’
Level. In addition we use sports facilities at Loughview,
Dungannon Leisure Centre, Dungannon Rugby Club and
Dungannon Park.

We invite feeder primary schools to take part in college
life and join with local secondary schools for the annual
interschools Carol Service. We involve ourselves at our
operational level with Youth Sport South which aims to
deliver sports in primary schools where PE specialists
may be available.

International students add an extra discussion to our
college. Their inclusion adds to the diversity of our
student body and furthers helps our college community to
be a realistic reflection of the local community.

ETHOS

Self-Discipline

Self-discipline is central to the academic, social and
personal development of our students. It is essential in
helping them to develop as responsible young adults,
able to contribute to creating an atmosphere conducive to
learning and to play a full and caring role in our
community.

The College has a positive discipline policy based on
promoting mutual respect, providing a caring
environment, fostering care for others and their
environment and giving an increasing sense of
responsibility to students.

We set high expectations regarding each student’s
preparation for learning and their own behaviour. We
endeavour to establish and
maintain strong links between
home and the College and we
appreciate the support of
parents who have entrusted us
with the development of their
child.

Restorative Justice

Our College employs a Restorative
Justice System for resolving
conflict and restoring positive
relationships in a safe and non-
threatening environment. Staff
and students receive training on
Restorative approaches to
ensure we are confident and
able to communicate
respectfully and effectively in all
situations

Drugs Policy

The College’s anti-drug policy is
based on providing students
with the information and skills to
enable them to say “no” to drugs
by developing their own positive
self esteem. More detailed
information on this policy is
available from the College.

College Counsellor

For students in need of extra advice, guidance and
support the college employs a qualified Counsellor who
meets them confidentially two days per week.

A student can make a self-referral using the Counsellor’s
box in the foyer or by speaking to their Form Tutor, Year
Head or Head of Pastoral Care. Parents may also
contact the college to discuss confidential matters.

Anti-Bullying Policy

ICD has a strong anti-bullying ethos, supported by our
anti-bulling policy. This policy endeavours to minimise
bullying incidents and deal effectively when such

incidents
occur. We
have a proven record
of staff and students
successfully using Restorative Justice
techniques to resolve conflict situations and restore
positive relationships.

Religious Education

The Religious Education curriculum aims to prepare
students morally, pastorally and socially for life. The

syllabus taught in our college
has been agreed by the four
main churches.R.E. introduces
the students to ideas, beliefs
and values’, helping all
students, irrespective of their
faith, to appreciate that life has
religious, spiritual and moral
dimensions. The College has a
Christian ethos.

Our college practises Christian
values and these are reflected
in college assemblies. Ministers
and leaders of all religions are
made welcome in the college
and are invited to participate.

Rewards and Behaviour
Improvement

To ensure that all students
maintain a clear focus on
displaying positive behaviour
and acquiring effective learning
practices, staff actively promote
the recognition of excellence in
effort, attitude , progress and
achievement through a variety
of means. Events including
Prize giving day, our sports
dinner, reward trips and year
group and whole College
assemblies regularly highlight

student successes. Parents and families are kept up-to-
date on student accomplishments.

Some students will invariably have a greater challenge in
achieving a controlled learning routine and they and their
parents are supported by the college through the
completion of and adherence to personal behaviour
plans.

Child Protection

The College adheres strictly to all guidance and
legislation on Pastoral Care and Child Protection related
to our students.

Preparation for Learning

Each Year 13 student will take part in
a structured induction programme.
Tailored activities, lessons and
assemblies allow students to get to
know their classmates, Form Tutor,
Year Head and all other staff who will
care for and look after them while at
ICD. It is also a chance to familiarise
themselves with new buildings and
routines as we want our students to
settle quickly and be ready to
engage in their learning.

Learning and Teaching

With our students ready to learn, our
next aim is to deliver a high quality
learning experience. Our strength
lies in engaging all who enter the
classroom through well structured,
interactive, enjoyable lessons.

Resources

The college is well-resourced to
meet the demands of the revised
curriculum and can boast the full
range of classrooms, laboratories,
workshops and educational
technology required. In addition we
have 5 ICT suites, a library, a
recording studio and perimeter audio
learning equipment within the
Modern Languages department.

Curriculum

The college delivers courses in all
subjects as required by the revised
curriculum.

The shape of the college day is
carefully designed to maximise
progress as it fits the times when
students work more productively and
learn more effectively.

We are collaborating with other
secondary schools within the
Dungannon area to further widen our

choice of subjects. Students can
follow academic or vocational
pathways and are encouraged to
view their educational experience at
Integrated College Dungannon to
begin at 11 years old and continue to
19 years old.

Careers

At Key Stage 4 and into Sixth Form
there is a highly structured careers
programme including work
experience, interview skills training,
visiting speakers and industry and
university visits. Our Careers
department works closely with BEP
& DEL to deliver cutting edge
careers information and guidance.

Homework

Homework is an extension of
teaching and learning experienced in
the classroom and allows all parents
to take an active role in their child’s
development towards academic
success. It fosters independent
learning and allocation of

homework increases accordingly
as students mature. Average
expectations for time spent per
week night on homework are
from 3 hours plus for Years 13
and 14.

Each student is given a
Homework Diary and
Timetables to assist them
with their organisation for
completion of homework set.

Regular checks by both parents and
staff ensure all set

tasks are completed on time and to a
high standard. Students are
encouraged to attend our supervised
Homework Centre in the College
Library, open Monday to Thursday
from 3.30pm – 4.30pm

High Achieving Students

Sixth Form

Outstanding performance from our
students at GCSE level has allowed
us to expand our Sixth Form
provision. We have high expectations
for all those who continue with or
indeed join us for post-sixteen study
and it is extremely pleasing to see so
many of our students moving on to
higher education providers including
Queen’s University Belfast, Oxford
and Cambridge.

International Students

The college is committed to the
integration of race, culture, ability,
background and religion of all
students. The inclusion of
international students, for whom
English is an additional language
(EAL), is integral to our college
vision and ethos.

We have employed an International
Student Co-ordinator and EAL Tutor
to organise and support their
induction into the college. A
structured programme of individual
language support enables
international students and their
parents to become successful
learners and progress in all aspects
of college life.

EDUCATION



At Integrated College
Dungannon we encourage all of
our students and staff to become
involved in a wide range of
activities beyond the classroom.
Student involvement is the driving
force behind our extensive
enrichment programme with the
college motto of “Something for
everyone” at the heart of our
extra-curricular provision.

Staff willingly give up their time
outside structured lessons to
organise, supervise and facilitate
student participation in over fifty
clubs, teams, societies and forums
on the college campus and in the
local community.

Many of our students regularly
attend and it is obvious that those
who participate in our enrichment
programme gain much more than a
new interest. They develop a wider
network of friends within the college
community and gain invaluable
experience in building and
maintaining effective working
relationships with others.

Regular trips across the UK, Europe
and beyond encourage our students
to engage with members of the wider
and global communities and to take
on board other customs, traditions
and ways of thinking and living. This
mutual understanding is paramount
to our integrated ethos and is also
displayed through the great number
of successful charity events
organised and completed annually
by the college community.

Our Student Council has been a
model for other such organisations
across the province and is a body of

which we as a College are justly
proud. The contribution of the
Student Council towards college life
is immense and is recognised
annually by the appointment of two

student
governors from
this forum on to our College
Board of Governors.

All sixth form students have the
opportunity to contribute to college
life by becoming a prefect. By
representing the college at external
and school events and mentoring
younger students our prefects can
enhance their ability to communicate
more effectively and mature in to
responsible, well-rounded young
adults, confident and able to meet
whatever challenges they face.

Sport plays a major role in enriching
the lives and college experience of
our students. Every student is
encouraged to participate in and
enjoy a structured programme of
activities through Physical Education
lessons and sporting extra-curricular
activities with a major emphasis
placed on promoting a positive
attitude towards sport and promote
in each student an interest and a
knowledge of physical activity and its
contribution to the maintenance of a
life long personal health and fitness.
Our students have also represented
teams at provincial and National
level. The PE Department has
fostered close links with local
sporting clubs including Dungannon
Rugby Club, Dungannon Swifts,
Armagh Athletics Club, Cookstown
Harriers Club and local coaches
have enhanced the programme in
activities as diverse as yoga and
martial arts. Our students work
closely with students from
Sperrinview Special School by
assisting them with swimming and
other activities.

We are very mindful of the fact that
every student must be ready and fit
to learn so our health eating policy
ensures we always offer a balanced
daily diet to all of our students. We
are at the forefront of healthy eating
initiatives thanks to our continued
involvement in the School Nutritional
Action Group and we have invested
heavily in our canteen facility to
enable us to continue to serve well
prepared, nutritious menus that suit
parents, staff and students alike.
